C. The applicant has acquired all water rights associated with the project, or none are required

2. A"Wholesale" result under the Water Loss Threshold criteria indicates that the applicant is a wholesale water provider, and therefore the requirement to conduct water loss audits is not applicable.

3. Scores shown in this table reflect calculations at the individual application level. For projects involving the joint participation of multiple entities, these will be averaged to produce a single overall score.
